EXPLANATORY NOTES

Section 51 ofthe Legal Profession Uniform Law (NSW) provides:
51 Statutory condition-to notify certain events

(1) ItisastatutoryconditionofanAustralian practising certificate grantedin
thisjurisdiction that the holder must notify the designated local regulatory
authority inwriting within 7 days that-

(a) theholderhasbeenchargedwithor convicted ofa serious offence, a tax
offence oran offence specified in the Uniform Rules for the purposes of
thissection; or

(b) abankruptcy-related eventhasoccurredinrelationtothe holder; or

(c) theholderhasbecome the subject of disciplinary proceedingsasalawyer
inaforeigncountry.

(2) The Uniform Rules may specify circumstancesinwhich a notice need not be
givenunder subsection (1).

(3) Subsection (1) does notapplytoanoffence towhich section 86 applies.

Rule 15 0fthe Legal Profession Uniform General Rules 2015 provides:
15 Statutory condition—notification of certain offences

(1) Thisrulespecifies offences for the purposes of section 510f the Uniform Law,
asreferred toinsection51(1) (a) of that Law. Convictions for these offences
arerequired to be notified to the designated local regulatory authority within
7days.

(2) Summary offencesare prescribed for those purposes, butonlyinrelation to
the requirement to notify a conviction.

(3) However, subrule (2) does notapply to the following summary offences arising
under transport or traffic legislation:

(a) offencesrelatingto the parkingofvehicles; or
(b) offencesrelating to thedriving or operation of vehicles, unless the offence
concernedisanotifiable summary offence under subrule (4).

(4) A notifiable summary offence is any of the following summary offences under
transport or traffic legislation for which the offender is convicted:
(a) anoffencewherethe courthassentenced the offendertoaterm
ofimprisonment;
(b) anoffence that hasamaximum penalty of imprisonment of 6 months
ormore;
(c) anoffence where the courthasordered licence disqualification
onconviction;
(d) anoffence, involvingdriving or operatingavehicle under the influence of
alcoholorany other drug, under:
(i) theRoad TransportAct 2013 of New South Wales; or
(i) the Road SafetyAct 1986 of Victoria (excluding section 49 (1) (c), (ca),
(d)and (e)).
(5) Inthisrule, summary offence meansan offence againstalaw of the
Commonwealth, aStateoraTerritory, other thanaserious offenceora
taxoffence.

Note 1

The terms “serious offence” and “taxoffence” are respectively defined in section
6 of the Uniform Law. Charges and convictions for those offences are separately
required to be notified under section 51 (1) (a) of that Law.

Note 2

Subrule (4) (d) excludes an offence under section49(1) (c), (ca), (d) or (e) of the
Road SafetyAct 1986 of Victoria. Suchan offence may nevertheless be a notifiable
summary offenceifitiscovered by subrule (4) (a), (b) or (c).

GENERAL NOTES

Rule 15(2) of the Legal Profession Uniform General Rules 2015 prescribes all
summary offences for the purpose of section 51the Legal Profession Uniform
Law (NSW).

Therearealimited number of summary offences that are excluded from the
general rule (see Rule 15(3)). 0ffences that are not excluded by Rule 15(3) are
specifiedin Rule 15(4).

Section 51 0fthe Legal Profession Uniform Law (NSW)requires you to notify the
Council of the Law Society within 7 days of your conviction.

The term “conviction” is defined in section 6 of the Legal Profession Uniform Law
(NSW)andincludes afinding of guilt, or the acceptance of a guilty plea by
the court, whether ornota convictionisrecorded.
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
